This retreat will be different than any other LIFE TEEN retreat, first it is at Blessed Pope John XXIII, and second, it will be a service retreat.  Not only will we hear three excellent speakers, play some fun games, have Mass, adoration, and opportunity for Confession, lots of great music and a really good set of skits and legendary witnesses, but we will do three service projects.  There will be a spring clean up project, where we will clean up the yards of elderly people in the community.  Second project is a door to door food drive for Saint Vincent de Paul Society (at Blessed Pope John XXIII), where we will collect food for the needed.  Finally, finally instead of paying 60 dollars for the retreat you will pay ten and be asked to raise at least 30 dollars in pledges from friends and family, and neighbours to get you on retreat (sure you can cheat and have your folks pay but you have extra motivation).  The total profit from this retreat will go to Refugee committee (at Blessed Pope John XXIII).  The best part is that the top pledge receiver for this retreat will be given a 1G iPod Nano (donated by Saint Thomas Aquinas). How cool is that.  So this will be history in the making for LIFE TEEN and you need to be part of this event.  Plus everyone who comes gets a free ‘We Serve He Saves’, t-shirt.

Now if that is not enough of a reason to convince you to want to go, there is the fact that this is a LIFE TEEN retreat, ask anyone who has been on a retreat, LIFE TEEN retreats change lives.  The build up the community and take you out of you everyday life, challenging you to look at thinks in a new way. This retreat will run from 6:30 pm on Friday April 21st until 10:30 am on Sunday April 23rd.
